Subject: The Significance of School Book Fees
Why Students Must Have Books with Them in Class
(Fees between AED 2,400 to 4,500 for students from KG1 to Grade 12)

Dear DIPS Community Members,

Greetings from Dubai International Private School.

As communicated earlier in Circular # 151 titled “Detailed Information
on Optional Fees and Services” dated Tuesday 10/06/2025, this is a
gentle reminder that book fees cover the cost of textbooks needed for
students to study throughout the academic year. These fees ensure that
the student has the resources necessary to excel in his or her studies. As
per school policy, it is strictly NOT ALLOWED for a student not to have
the books required by the school as teachers use these books and other
resources to teach, learn, and as student learning. Therefore, providing
books is compulsory for all students, and the parent is free to purchase
books from the school or from outside, provided that the parent is
committed to providing the same required books, in the same edition
and with the same quality in addition to the relevant descriptions (i.e.
not used and not written on or in it to ensure students learn in the
correct manner in accordance with school policy).

As it is the full responsibility of parents to provide books for their
children, this circular delves into the importance of the book fees and
how these contribute to students’ educational journey at the school:

1. Essential Learning Resources: Book fees are a critical
component of students’ education. They ensure that each
student has access to the necessary textbooks and learning
materials required for their studies. These resources are
carefully selected to align with the school curriculum and
academic standards, providing each student with a
comprehensive and well-rounded education.

2. Facilitating Effective Learning: Textbooks play a central role in
the learning process. They serve as valuable tools for students
to reinforce and expand upon what they learn in class. By
having their own textbooks, students can engage more deeply
with the subject matter, review concepts independently, and
prepare for assessments effectively.

3. Promoting Consistency: Having the same textbooks for all
students fosters consistency in the curriculum delivery. This
ensures that every student is working from the same
materials, which helps teachers maintain a structured and
unified learning environment. Consistency in resources also
enables parents to better support student learning at home.
