Subject: Detailed Information on Importance of Optional Fees
For Academic Year 2025-2026

Dear DIPS Community Members,

Greetings from Dubai International Private School.

As part of our ongoing commitment to providing transparency and clarity
regarding school fees, we would like to briefly explain the services and
benefits associated with each of the following “optional” fees — noting that
each category of optional fees will be allocated its own letter to detail and
clarify these for the current academic year 2025-2026. These fees are
designed to enhance student learning and are an integral part of the school
teaching, learning and assessment policy which must be followed and
honored by parents as per the Parent-School contract. It has been classified
by the KHDA which are fundamental materials for effective teaching and
learning. Parents can obtain these supplies from the school or relevant
vendors, if available (showing proof of providing these requirements before
completing the registration procedures).

We believe that understanding what these fees provide will help you make
informed decisions in this regard. These services are called optional to give
parents the freedom of choice and decision in adopting the source of these
services, whether through the school or outside it. It is important to
emphasize that without these services, the students’ educational
experience is considered incomplete. It is also worth mentioning that
parents must provide these services with the same standards specified and
required by the school because the school adopts educational methods
and resources in accordance with the specified curricula and in accordance
with the teaching, learning and assessment policy approved in the school.
We reiterate that naming and classifying these services as optional
indicates “the optionality of the source of these services” and not “the
optionality of the existence of these services”.

1. Books: Book fees cover the cost of textbooks needed for students
to study throughout the academic year. These fees ensure that the
student has the resources necessary to excel in his or her studies.
As per school policy, it is strictly NOT ALLOWED for a student not
to have the books required by the school as teachers use these
books and other resources to teach, learn, and as student
learning. Therefore, providing books is compulsory for all
students, and the parent is free to purchase books from the
school or from outside, provided that the parent is committed to
providing the same required books, in the same edition and with
the same quality (i.e. not used and not written on or in it to
ensure students learn in the correct manner in accordance with
school policy). This is in addition to subscribing in the digital
resources relevant to the books.
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DIPS, in partnership with parents and community, strives to ensure all students are digitally literate, lifelong learners, productive citizens,
and nurture their well-being in an inclusive learning environment.

Stationery: This fee covers the cost of notebooks, copybooks, files,
folders, booklets, worksheets, revision booklets, test papers, and
sensory materials that students use in classes during the teaching
and learning process throughout the school year. In Kindergarten,
Elementary School, and Middle School, stationery includes all
sensory educational aids for each student, including sensory aids
and manipulative kits in English and Mathematics (Math
Manipulative Trays + Math Mats). Students’ access to these
necessary resources ensures effective participation in the
teaching, learning, and assessment process. Completing class
work activities and homework assignments that teachers correct
and grade. Providing notebooks, copybooks, files, folders,
booklets, worksheets, revision booklets, and sensory materials is
compulsory, and the parent is free to obtain them from the school
or from another provider on condition that the parent is
committed to providing the same notebooks, copybooks,

booklets with the school logo on, worksheets, revision booklets,
and sensory materials in the same order and design and with the
same quality to ensure the teaching, learning and assessment of
student learning is in the correct manner in accordance with the

policy.

National Agenda Tests: This fee covers expenses associated with
external and international assessments that are aligned with
international curriculum standards. This allows students to
participate in these assessments which helps teachers and school
leaders measure student progress and contribute to the overall
improvement of educational programs. Providing these tests is
compulsory for all students, and the parent is free to obtain them
from the school or from another provider on condition that the
parent is committed to providing the same tests, in the same
edition, and with the same quality to ensure the teaching,
learning, and assessment of student learning is in the correct
manner in accordance with the school policy.

Skills Development Program: The Skills Development Program
includes all the programs, applications, and electronic academic
resources that the school purchases for each student individually
(as each student has a unique account with a unique password to
access and use these programs, applications, and electronic
academic resources). These programs are not the electronic
version of the books. These programs, applications, and electronic
academic resources support and complement the approved
curriculum and the school policy in teaching, learning, and
assessment. These programs are essential for personal growth,
academic development, and preparing students for success in all
subjects and skills, especially reading in reading in Arabic, reading
in English, and in Mathematics. It also provides a link between
student achievement in internal and external exams to ensure the
development of achievement and accelerate progress among
students. Providing these programmes, applications, and
electronic academic resources is compulsory, and the parent is
free to obtain them from the school or from another provider on
condition that the parent is committed to providing the same
programs, applications and electronic academic resources in the
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same version and with the same quality to ensure the teaching,
learning and assessment of student learning is in the correct
manner in accordance with the policy.

5.  Extracurricular Activities: The Extra-Curricular Activities Fee
enables students to participate in a wide range of activities,
including sports, clubs, cultural programs, and skill-based
workshops. These activities contribute significantly to students’
social and personal development.

6. School Trips: This fee supports educational field trips and
excursions that provide real-world learning experiences. It covers
transportation, admission fees, and other expenses associated
with these trips, which enhance students’ knowledge and broaden
their horizons.

7. Medical Care: The Medical Care fees contribute to the provision
of essential medical services and first-aid supplies within the
school premises. It ensures that students’ health and well-being
are a top priority while they are at school
